Advertising will be restricted to category “A” a defined in R. R. S. 2001-2004 Appendix 1.

Miscellaneous Information

Damages to any boats must be reported daily to Regatta Chairman as soon as possible.  Competitors are advised that in addition to providing their own sails, as required by class rules, they should also provide genoa sheets, spinnaker sheets, and a spinnaker turtle. All boats may not be outfitted with spinnaker hatches or chutes.  Boats provided by the host club will be outfitted with all other required equipment including spinnaker poles.  Competitors may, however, bring their own.
Information on lodging, maps and directions, and the party on Saturday night are also enclosed with this notice.

Borrowed and/or Chartered Boat User:

US Sailing and the sponsoring organization of the event in which you are about to participate are pleased to be able to insure the boats you are going to sail under the US SAILING Borrowed and/or Chartered Boat Insurance Program.  It is important for you to understand the nature of this insurance and its purpose.

The program is designed to assure the owner of the boat you will be sailing that his own personal insurance on his boat will not be called upon to pay any loss, should such occur.  Obviously, the boat owner and US SAILING expect this vessel to be treated with respect by you and sailed as carefully as you would your own boat.

Due to adverse loss experience, the insurance company has excluded coverage to sails that are constructed primarily to perform in 10 miles of wind or less. (The sail maker will be the judge).  Some classes allow only one sail or a single suit of sails.  If there are no options, prudent use is expected.  If there is an option, the event chair has been instructed to call for only the heavy sails, not the light sails, when it comes to headsail and spinnakers.

Another point that needs to be brought to your attention is that, though you are privilege to have the vessel in which you are sailing covered for loss to that vessel, you should realize that you are still legally responsible for damage you cause to property other than the vessel you are sailing.  Should you hit a competitor and be found responsible by the Protest Committee or admit responsibility yourself (also, through an “I” flag), the insurance company will expect you to reimburse it for the damages done to the other vessel.  Likewise, if you should strike a vessel not racing, such as a spectator boat or a boat on a  mooring, you will be expected to make good the damages you cause.

Finally, please note that you personally must be a member of US SAILING while you are using the borrowed or chartered boat insurance in order for any coverage under this program to be effective.  This is a legal requirement of the program, which for you will be held responsible in the event of a claim.

Your sponsoring organization has gone to great lengths to provide an outstanding regatta for you.  The boat owner, the sponsoring organization, US SAILING, and the insurance underwriters all hope you will have a good event, free of incident.
